Pine Rivers Catchment Association is moving rapidly 
forward in the delivery of a professional service to the 
community and so it is an appropriate time to review how 
the objectives (See reverse side of membership form) of 
the Association have been realized over the past year. 

Words into action for 2004-05 
In the 2004 - 2005 financial year some of our activities   
included: a water forum, vine weeds forum, photographic 
display of change, a free concert, a River Clean Festival 
attended by over 200 people. We reprinted 4,000 Weeds 
Posters and conducted education activities for over 1,000 
school students. 
 

The Association commented on the South-east Queen-
sland Regional Plan, participated in Pine Rivers Shire 
Council’s Pest Management Plan, supported the introduc-
tion of an Environmental Levy and contributed to Re-
gional environment and water quality Planning.  
 

PRCA has facilitated the delivery of an Incentive Scheme 
which encourages and supports riparian management on 
private land.  
 

Our major achievement has been the establishment of a 
Business Unit to fund the continued existence of our As-
sociation and provide for the engagement of a book keep-
ing contractor and development of our own payroll sys-
tem. These endeavors, to date, have provided employ-
ment to over 20 people. 
 

The continuation of the South Pine River Volunteer Pro-
ject has to date (since 2001) planted over 60,000 trees, 
controlled 48 hectares of environmental weeds, restored 
over 5 km of streambank, won the Water and Landcare 
Volunteer Management Award and received runner up 
prize for the Healthy Waterways Award. 
 

PRCA has assisted the community to access over $70,000 
in funding as an Incorporated Association acting as an 
umbrella group for financial and legal project manage-
ment. We have hosted two Green Corps teams (22 peo-
ple) and the full-time employment of two ex-Greencorps 
Trainees. 

Volunteer needed 
Do you have a talent for websites? PRCA had a huge 
website with heaps of great information for the commu-
nity. Now we need a volunteer web master to help put it 
back on line shortly.  
 

$25,000 in grants received 
We are grateful to the Queensland Government’s Gam-
bling Community Benefit Fund for the grant of $20,000 
for a (desperately needed) new computer and server, 
shipping container for tools, brushcutters, water pumps, 
hand tools, fridge, camera, tables and chairs. Thanks go 
to the Commonwealth Government for a $5,000 grant 
towards the administration of the PRCA under the Grants 
For Environmental and Heritage Organisations 

(GVEHO) program. Funds for administration support are 
in short supply so this is a great boost to our Association.

COUNCIL ACQUIRES  
ENVIRONMENTALLY VALUABLE 

LAND

Council recently completed its first purchase of strategi-
cally important land from the proceeds of the $30 per 
property Environmental Levy program introduced last 
year. This narrow 1.477 ha property is unique in that it 
has frontages to both Cedar Creek and Cedar Creek Road 
extending for almost 500 metres. Council has previously 
acquired, at no cost through the land development proc-
ess, other parcels of land along Cedar Creek and this lat-
est acquisition connects two existing reserves giving a 
continuous reserve of over 3 km. The heavy vegetation 
on most of the property is remnant rainforest on meta-
morphosed rock and is habitat to a variety of native wild-
life, including sugar gliders, bats, possum, bush rats, wa-
ter rats, bandicoots, wallabies, azure kingfishers, honey-
eaters and a lot more. 
 

This riparian corridor is crucial to maintaining Cedar 
Creek in its healthy state and as the vegetation is not 
‘pristine’ over the entire property, Council is currently 
investigating a rehabilitation program for the property 
through weed removal and revegetation which can also 
be funded from the environmental levy proceeds. 
 

The purchase of this land has increased the opportunity 
for restricted public access to additional parts of Cedar 
Creek. 

MOUNTAINS TO MANGROVES  
TREE PLANTING DAY

The glorious weather, the lovely people, the beautiful 
surrounds, the peaceful river, the well prepared site with 
easy-to-dig soil, the strains of Mozart assailing the ears 
and the good old Bundy Rum Bushcare Funds that fi-
nanced the day, all ensured that the planting of 2,000 
native trees on the banks of the South Pine River was an 
extremely pleasant day. 
 

The Pine Rivers Catchment Association did themselves 
proud for their Mountains to Mangroves, ‘Strings by the 
Stream’ tree planting day, which was accompanied by 
the Renaissance Strings quartet, Peter Liekefett the bush 
poet and plenty of food and drink to sustain the masses. 
This day was a celebration of renewal through the resto-
ration of some of our beautiful native wildlife habitat on 
the banks of a stream that has felt the harsh hand of 
man’s past activities; and indeed still does through the 
pressures of our ever increasing numbers as more and 
more people come to live in this beautiful, semi rural 
area. 
 

In case people haven’t heard about it, the Mountains to 
Mangroves Corridor of Green is an area running from 
the D’aigullar Range to the Boondall Wetlands (part of 
the internationally protected Ramsar wetlands area) that 
the Brisbane & Pine Rivers Shire Councils have desig-
nated as a green corridor in an attempt to provide a link 
of continuous wildlife habitat from the mountains to the 
sea. The Mountains to Mangroves Festival is a program 
of environmentally focused workshops, events and ac-
tivities to inform and educate the public about this 
unique corridor and environmental issues in general. 
 

Jann McArthur, South Pine River Project Officer and 
Tim Odgers, Catchment Coordinator did an excellent job 
of overseeing the day’s progress and ensuring that 37 
planters, 52 music appreciators, six children, two babies 
and nine dogs, not to mention the local wildlife, were 
wined and dined and very well entertained, with lights in 
the graceful old Waterhousia trees dotted around the 
park and music drifting on the breeze. 
 

Two thousand trees were planted by the regular Catch-
ment volunteers (the mighty River Warriors who work 
on the South Pine River Project during the week), local 
residents and bushcare group Men of the Trees based in 
the Northern Suburbs and whose motto is ‘have trees, 
will travel’. 
 

Thanks to the Pine Rivers Catchment Association for 
their inspired organising of the day, the Bundaberg Rum 
Bushcare Fund for providing the finance, and all those 
residents and others who contributed their time and ef-
forts to the success of the day.
